Abstract: With the prominent characteristic of musicality, Ci poetry is the representative style of musical literature. The Tang Dynasty
is the golden age of Tacism, and Huajian Ci compiled in the late Tang and Five Dynasties has received the infiltration from Taoist music, the
direct effect of which was that the Taoist music affected the music and unique style of Huajian Ci deeply: the transformation of Taoist music
